Andrew stated the purpose of this special meeting is to allow the board to consider
whether or not it wishes to respond to numerous residents’ calls regarding this board’s
position on development of the 19 acre parcel at the top of Awbrey Butte. He opened the
meeting with an explanation of the upcoming deadlines for the current land use
applications for the 19 acre parcel, and spoke to the issue of timeliness, should the board
decide to further comment on the land use proposals.

The Chackel deadline for general information passed on January 18. The next period, a
response only period, ends January 29". On January 18, the board submitted a letter to
the Chackel proceedings. The letter described the outcome of the 2006 membership
survey on this matter. The upcoming deadlines for new information on the GCC and
NPG proposals begin on January 29. If the board desires to enter a letter into the record,
it would need to decide tonight because the land use chair would need to have time to
prepare a letter.

The board discussed that it needs to determine how we respond to the concerns voiced by
our members. The board needs to determine whether or not it wants to further
communicate with the city on this matter. The multiple concerns from members boil
down to questions as to whether the “Chackel”, “NPG” and “GCC” applications
adequately address several elements of the city code such as fire code, landscaping and
grading, sanitation facilities, and safety issues. A few board members have looked at the
site plans as presented and noted that the plans do seem to be missing several
components. Discussion followed regarding what is appropriate board action and on
what subjects pertaining to this matter.

Liz stated that some of the issues we’re discussing tonight could have been addressed
much earlier in this process if only the newly developed city form had been available for
use by the neighborhood association at the time this application was submitted.

After discussion, it was decided any future board communication on the Chackel
application would be limited to health, safety, and livability issues such as:
1. Review of the Site Plan to assess missing required site plan data.
2. Reiterate the neighborhood survey which determined that an
overwhelming majority of the responses were opposed to expansion.
3. Review of the application deficiencies pertaining to:
